Curricul um f6or Grades K
“Pflaum Gospel Weeklies”

This year we are using the Pflaum Gospel Weeklies magazines for the children in Grades Kin-
dergarten through Sixth grade. The “Pflaum Gospel Weeklies” magazines are Lectionary-
based catechesis. Lectionary-based catechesis’ goal is to integrate the catechesis of young
people with the ongoing life of the Parish community at Sunday Eucharist, which is the source
and summit of the Catholic Christian life. The flow of its content is taken from the Sunday
Gospels of the liturgical year.

The Weeklies build on the foundation of the Sunday Gospels using a comprehensive instruc-
toninDoctri ne, Sacrament s, C Ghesmaentiat fow pillas of
the Catechism of the Catholic Church and the Creed. The Scriptures of the liturgical year tell
the same story of God’s love we profess in the Creed.

In all levels of the Weeklies, young people are continually called to live the Commandments,
the Beatitudes, and other teachings of Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount and to actively work for
justice in their communities.

“Call to Faith”

“Call to Faith” is deeply rooted in Church tradition. In its dependence on and faithfulness to
both the Catechism of the Catholic Church and the General Directory for Catechesis, it re-
mains true to the Magisterium, or teaching office of the Church, and draws from the following
sources of Catholic wisdom:

Scripture In Call to Faith, the treasure of God’s word is highlighted and integrat-
ed into the program’s instruction, reflection, sharing and prayer.
Throughout the program, students, catechists and families are provided
with both the content and the tools necessary to explore the Scriptures
and to enrich their faith.

Doctrine Each lesson of Call to Faith draws on and instructs in Church doctrine
in ways that help students, catechists and families understand and ap-
preciate the Church’s teachings as they apply to life today.

Lives of Saints Call to Faith takes seriously the importance of models and witnesses of

and People of  faith as a factor in the faith development of both children and adults.

Faith The story of one person of faith whose life witnesses to the lesson
theme is presented at the end of each lesson. Stories of other saints and
people of faith are interwoven into the lessons when appropriate.
